CLUBHOUSE INFO:

- Stratfield Clubhouse is open weekdays 3:00- 6:30pm. Club opens at 1:00 on scheduled school early dismissal days.
- Annual membership is $70 per child for 2011-2012 program year.  All 2011-2012 memberships expire Aug. 31, 2012.

AFTER SCHOOL PROGRAM FEE FOR STRATFIELD CLUBHOUSE: 

- $180 for school year per child
     $150 for each additional child in family
- Fee is required of all 2011-12 members who attend Stratfield Clubhouse after school, in addition to $70 membership.
- Wakeman members who do not use bus but attend Clubhouse infrequently can pay $5 daily drop in fee.

REGISTERING FOR BUS:
- Submit bottom of this form and annual membership form along with fees to Stratfield Clubhouse ($180 + $70 = $250). 
- Membership forms are available at Clubhouse.  Membership forms are NOT available online.
- Wakeman staff will confirm child’s place on bus by email or phone within one week of receiving registration.

AFTER REGISTERING FOR BUS:
- Parents are expected to commit to regular schedule of sending child the same day(s) every week.
Please note: Middle school students will not have attendance taken as they board bus to Wakeman.  It is students’ responsibility to be sure they take bus to Wakeman on the days expected by parents.
- Club will try to accommodate changes during the year but addition of days cannot be guaranteed if space fills up.
- Parents must inform Club in writing of long-term change requests.
NOTE:  Wakeman Boys & Girls Club is a drop-in center, meaning members have the ability to come to, and leave the Club as they wish.  It is the responsibility of parents to discuss expectations with their own child.  Wakeman Boys & Girls Club staff will provide a safe, secure atmosphere for all members and guests, but Club staff are not responsible for children who choose to leave Clubhouse without parent permission. How does the bus transportation program work?  Parents register at Wakeman for bus.  Club will confirm start date with parents and school by email, usually within one week of receiving all forms.
FWMS: Students are responsible for getting on bus for Wakeman.  Do not send “change of plan” notes to school. 

Elementary Schools: If your child is in school but will not take the bus to Wakeman as scheduled because of an appointment or other reason, you must notify the school’s faculty coordinator in writing.

What’s it like at the Club?  FUN!  The Club is open to 3rd-8th graders from 3:00-6:30.  Each grade group (3rd, 4th, 5th and 6th-8th) has two options to choose from at any given time through a rotating schedule posted daily.   These options include Gym, Computer Lab, Kitchen, Gameroom, Art Room, Homework Lounge and Field.  Middle school students also have access to the newly created Teen Lounge with desks, couches, and Wii during most hours.
What are the Club rules? The Wakeman Program Book contains our Rules & Values.  Youth will be respectful to other youth, staff, Clubhouse building, supplies and themselves at all times.  Consequences for breaking Club rules are determined solely by Clubhouse Directors, not school administrators.   Inappropriate behavior on bus is managed by your school, but may include loss of bus/Club privileges determined by Clubhouse Directors.

 

What time does the Stratfield Clubhouse close? The Club closes at 6:30pm sharp on school days; 5:30 on vacation days. Youth picked up after closing time are charged a late pickup fee of $5 for every 5 minutes, or part of.

 

Is the Club open on half days? On scheduled half days of school, the Club opens at 1:00pm and bus is provided. Limited space may be available on bus for members not normally scheduled to take bus to Club on that day.  Please request in advance.  The Club does not open early when schools close due to weather or other unexpected school emergencies. If schools close unexpectedly, parents are responsible for their child’s transportation home from school.
